When a man and a woman 
plan to marry each other, they should contact a priest one 
year in advance and always before the wedding date is set, 
and before arranging for the reception hall. The engaged are 
required to attend a Marriage Preparation Course.
Please note: However, if this man or woman has previously 
gone through any form of civil or religious marriage with 
another person, the priest is not permitted to set a date for 
the wedding until the Bishop's office has been consulted.  
Questions are often being asked about marriages performed 
outside the Catholic Church by non-Catholic ministers. These 
are not valid marriages according to the teaching of the 
Catholic Church, but many can be rectified by simply 
consulting with your Parish priest to discuss the available 
options. Sometimes people make decisions without proper 
information, so if you wish, please contact your Pastor for 
details or call the Marriage Tribunal at 416-934-3400 ext 300.

ST. LUKE – October 18 - Evangelist 
St. Luke, Patron of Doctors and Painters was a Greek 
physician from Antioch. After his conversion, he 
became a missionary companion of St. Paul, whom he 
accompanied till the end. As the Apostle wrote from 
his Roman prison: Luke is the only one with me 
(Timothy 4:11). After Paul’s martyrdom in 64 A.D. 
Luke retired into Greece, where he composed the third 
Gospel and the Acts of the Apostles.  Being a learned 
person, he wrote with order and clarity, and is the only 
evangelist to give a complete account of the 
Annunciation and the Visitation.  Tradition says that 
Luke was a skillful artist, and that he was the first to 
paint an icon of the Blessed Mother. He died at the 
age of 84, and his relics are honoured at the Church of 
the Apostles in Constantinople.

Marriages: Marriages are celebrated in the Church where the 
bride or groom is registered at. When a man and a woman 
plan to marry each other, they should contact a priest one 
year in advance and always before the wedding date is set, 
and before arranging for the reception hall. The engaged are 
required to attend a Marriage Preparation Course.
Please note: However, if this man or woman has previously 
gone through any form of civil or religious marriage with 
another person, the priest is not permitted to set a date for 
the wedding until the Bishop's office has been consulted.  
Questions are often being asked about marriages performed 
outside the Catholic Church by non-Catholic ministers. These 
are not valid marriages according to the teaching of the 
Catholic Church, but many can be rectified by simply 
consulting with your Parish priest to discuss the available 
options. Sometimes people make decisions without proper 
information, so if you wish, please contact your Pastor for 
details or call the Marriage Tribunal at 416-934-3400 ext 300.
