When a man and a woman
plan to marry each other, they should contact a priest one
year in advance and always before the wedding date is set,
and before arranging for the reception hall. The engaged are
required to attend a Marriage Preparation Course.

Please note: However, if this man or woman has previously
gone through any form of civil or religious marriage with
another person, the priest is not permitted to set a date for
the wedding until the Bishop's office has been consulted.
Questions are often being asked about marriages performed
outside the Catholic Church by non-Catholic ministers. These
are not valid marriages according to the teaching of the
Catholic Church, but many can be rectified by simply
consulting with your Parish priest to discuss the available
options. Sometimes people make decisions without proper
information, so if you wish, please contact your Pastor for
details or call the Marriage Tribunal at 416-934-3400 ext 300.

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OUR LADY OF MOUNT CARMEL

Our Lady's apparition to St. Simon Stock
In the year 1251, in the town of Aylesford in England,
Our Lady appeared to St. Simon Stock, a Carmelite.
She handed him a brown woolen scapular and said,
“This shall be a privilege for you and all Carmelites,
that anyone dying in this habit shall not suffer eternal
fire.” In time, the Church extended this magnificent
privilege to all the laity who are willing to be invested
in the Brown Scapular of the Carmelites and who
perpetually wear it.
Devotion
True devotion to the Blessed Virgin Mary consists in
three things: VENERATION, CONFIDENCE AND
LOVE. By simply wearing the Scapular, we can tell her
every moment of the day that we venerate her, love
her and trust in her protection.
The Scapular Is a Silent Prayer
As Our Lord taught us to say the Our Father, Our
Blessed Mother taught us the value of the scapular.
When we use it as a prayer, Our Lady draws us to the
Sacred Heart of Her Divine Son. It is good, therefore,
to hold the scapular in the hand. A prayer offered
while holding the Scapular is as perfect as a prayer
can be. It is especially in time of temptation that we
need the powerful intercession of God’'s Mother. The
evil spirit is utterly powerless when the wearer of a
scapular faces temptation, calling upon the Holy Virgin
in this silent devotion. “If you had recommended
yourself to me, you would not have run into such
danger,” was Our Lady’s gentle reproach to Blessed
Alan de la Roche, one of her devoted servants.

THE MOST SACRED HEART OF JESUS
In the devotion to the Sacred heart, the heart of Jesus
is adored as a symbol of His threefold love: human,
spiritual, and divine. In the Old Testament, this love is
described as a parent’s love for their children or a
husband’s love for his wife. In the New Testament, the
promise of living water, the Holy Spirit, is fulfilled in the
pierced heart of the Messiah. By the Middle Ages, the
Sacred Heart of Jesus was an object of personal
devotion, and in the late seventeenth century the
devotion became a liturgical celebration. In modern
times, the image of the Sacred Heart in the home is a
sign that the love of Jesus rules over the family.
