Marriages: Marriages are celebrated in the Church where the
bride or groom is registered at. When a man and a woman
plan to marry each other, they should contact a priest one
year in advance and always before the wedding date is set,
and before arranging for the reception hall. The engaged are
required to attend a Marriage Preparation Course.

Please note: However, if this man or woman has previously
gone through any form of civil or religious marriage with
another person, the priest is not permitted to set a date for
the wedding until the Bishop's office has been consulted.
Questions are often being asked about marriages performed
outside the Catholic Church by non-Catholic ministers. These
are not valid marriages according to the teaching of the
Catholic Church, but many can be rectified by simply
consulting with your Parish priest to discuss the available
options. Sometimes people make decisions without proper
information, so if you wish, please contact your Pastor for
details or call the Marriage Tribunal at 416-934-3400 ext 300.

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GUIDELINES FOR RECEPTION OF
COMMUNION

For Catholics

As Catholics, we fully participate in the
celebration of the Eucharist when we receive Holy
Communion. We are encouraged to receive
Communion devoutly and frequently. In order to be
properly disposed to receive Communion, participants
should not be conscious of grave sin and normally
should have fasted for one hour. A person who is
conscious of grave sin is not to receive the Body and
Blood of the Lord without prior sacramental
confession except for a grave reason where there is no
opportunity for confession. In this case, the person is to
be mindful of the obligation to make an act of perfect
contrition, including the intention of confessing as
soon as possible (Code of Canon Law, canon 916). A
frequent reception of the Sacrament of Penance is
encouraged for all.

For our fellow Christians

We welcome our fellow Christians to this
celebration of the Eucharist as our brothers and sisters.
We pray that our common baptism and the action of
the Holy Spirit in this Eucharist will draw us closer to
one another and begin to dispel the sad divisions which
separate us. We pray that thee will lessen and finally
disappear, in keeping with Christ’s prayer for us “that
they may all be one” (John 17:21).

Because Catholics believe that the celebration
of the Eucharist is a sign of the reality of the oneness
of faith, life, and worship, members of those churches
with whom we are not yet fully united are ordinarily
not admitted to Holy Communion. Eucharistic sharing
in exceptional circumstances by other Christians
requires permission according to the directives of the
diocesan bishop and the provisions of canon law (Can
844 ). Members of the Orthodox Churches, the
Assyrian Church of the East, and the Polish National
Catholic Church are urged to respect the discipline of
their own Churches. According to Roman Catholic
discipline, the Code of Canon Law does not object to
the reception of communion by Christians of these
churches (canon 844)

For those not receiving Holy Communion

All who are not receiving Holy Communion are
encouraged to express in their hearts a prayerful desire
for unity with the Lord Jesus and with one another.

For non-Christians
We also welcome to this celebration those who do not
share our faith in Jesus Christ. While we cannot admit
them to Holy Communion, we ask them to offer their
prayers for the peace and the unity of the human
family.

UKRAINIAN CRISIS UPDATE
Are you able to host a Ukrainian family?
When hearing reports of the war in Ukraine, and the
millions of Ukrainians that have been forced to flee
their homeland, many have asked what they can do to
help. Over 80,000 Ukrainians have already arrived to
Canada through a special visa program created by
Immigration Canada. An additional 500,000 have
applied to the program and are expected to arrive in the
coming months. Many are arriving to Toronto and are
without family here in Canada to help them. Among
those will be some who are vulnerable to human
trafficking, particularly seniors, single women, and
women with children. There is an immediate need for
families to host for a period of between one and six
months some of those who have arrived. If you would
like to learn more about hosting a Ukrainian family,
please go to Archdiocese of Toronto - Ukrainian Crisis
(archtoronto.org) and register for a virtual information
session.
